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Unitil & “"Snowtober”

The Most Devastating Northeast October Snowstorm in History

Early in the week of October 24th, meteorologists didn’t expect the weekend weather to amount to
much. A nor‘easter was developing, but it was headed out to sea, they said. Most computer
models predicted a storm that would hit the region less like a crashing tree and more like a gently
twirling fall leaf. However, as the week went on, Unitil saw a couple of inches of heavy wet snow in
the NH seacoast area on Thursday night. With most of the leaves still on the trees, that small
amount of snow caused trees and limbs to break. Concern began to build around the possibility of
more heavy wet snow on Saturday evening, and the damage that could bring.

Friday morning, weather models revealed the approach of a storm capable of dropping as much as
six times the amount of wet snow, combined with strong winds. A storm of historic proportions
was coming — in October. Unitil immediately began preparing for the potential of hurricane-like
damage. Forty-five outside resource tree crews were secured to supplement the 11 local crews
covering Unitil’'s 1,800 miles of line in MA and NH.

Unitil Arborists began working on Saturday, allocating
resources, confirming crews reporting and staging areas,
and planning lodging, meals, and work schedules. Tree
crews began to arrive in advance of the anticipated snow.
Trucks and chainsaws were gassed up and ready to deploy
and Unitil Arborists were ready to help coordinate the
restoration efforts.

By the time the snow settled on Sunday morning, more
than 2.3 million people in New England and the Canadian
Maritimes were without power. All across New England,
trees and branches had snapped and crashed into power lines, onto the tops of cars, into homes
and across driveways and roadways - inevitably darkening neighborhoods, towns and even cities.
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In Southern New Hampshire and areas around Lunenburg, MA Unitil Arborists saw particular
damage to the prevalent oak trees lining the streets - many crowns showing severe damage.

Unitil was hit hard with outages, like most utilities in the region. At the peak of the outage,
approximately 77,000 of its 103,000 electric customers system wide (75%) reported no power.

While clearing trees and branches to assist the line crews in restoring power is the ultimate goal, in
the early hours of the event, tree crews assisted with public safety and damage assessment to
ensure the protection of the public and to lay the foundation for an efficient restoration effort. Tree
crews cleared large trees off of lines blocking roadways and highways allowing for emergency
access and major lines to be assessed, repaired, and finally power restored.

More than 800 separate incidents of trees and wires down were reported from police and
firefighters in the field, requiring priority response. Within 48 hours, Unitil had restored power to
over 50% of its customer outages. Work continued around the clock, cleaning up trees on
neighborhood streets and service wires, and in 24 more hours (72 hours total) Unitil had restored
power to more than 99% of its customers. Tree crew workers were an integral part of the
restoration effort, working alongside line workers.

Even after all customers had their power restored, and outside resource tree crews were sent to
assist with other utilities’ restoration efforts, Unitil Arborists and local tree crews spent more than
four weeks continuing the storm work. Heavily damaged areas were patrolled and crews cleaned up
broken branches hanging over lines, responded to customer requests, and removed extensively
damaged trees.

Unitil staff and tree crews are glad leaves have fallen off most of the trees now, making snowfall
slightly less of a nightmare than it was at Halloween.

An overnight dump of some heavy wet snow ended up with roughly 207,000 Central Maine Power
customers reported to be without power at some point during the Halloween Storm, myself included.
Most of the powerless, primarily based in Cumberland and York counties, were back online within a
day, thanks to the hard work to CMP’s contractors and a few utility crews from across the Canadian
border. Portland Jetport set a record at 5.5” inches of snow and Shawnee Peak Ski Area in Bridgton
could have opened with their one-day 20" totals, but the ground wasn’t frozen yet and temperatures
were due to be back in the mid 50’s later in the week.

Knowing I would be out of town the following weekend, I had tried to get all of the yard work done but
leaves were still in a big pile on the front lawn, the generator had no gas, and the measly 3 inches of
snow that fell at my house wasn't nearly worthy of a Maiden Voyage for my new snow blower.
Besides, I knew that I would probably have to mow again anyways.

Already soft ground, heavy snow, and all of that wind was just a recipe for disaster to break those
hangers, deadwood, or simply uproot entire trees in those saturated areas. Driving some of those
heavily damaged roads a month and a half later, crews are still out getting as much cleaned up as
possible before that first real “sticking snow” does hit.

I'd like to say that I am honored to been nominated and accepted in as the ISA-NEC Maine State
Representative in October at the annual meeting. I look forward to getting know more of you and
encourage anyone who has any questions comments or concerns to e-mail me or give me a call at
207-710-4546.

Winter drips upon our days as we enter the cold season thinking, “Why hasn’t the snow come our
way?” The trees around us speak a language that we choose to ignore. They continually tell us about
the change in the weather, the soil, and the atmosphere. This week alone I have had at least 5 people
comment on how they love the fact that the snow remains an illusion and that “there must be
something to this global warming thing they keep talking about”. I find myself wanting to yell, "DUH!”
at them. This year the ticks are swarming, the birds are chattering late, the hornets and wasps are
still stinging and I can’t help but think about the elephant in the room. Global warming, this so-called
crisis of our generation (or is that the Asian Longhorned Beetle?) can be rephrased however you want.
To quote Sarah Bareilles “You've got the talking down, just not the listening.” We've all lived through
hurricanes, earthquakes, freak snow storms, and other meteorological occurrences, yet now we
experience them at a more an irrational frequency.
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I recently returned home from a month long work trip to Ohio. For those of you who might remember,
I work for the USDA climbing trees inspecting for Asian Longhorned Beetles. As government
employees we are sometimes requested to travel in order to help out other emergency programs. ALB
was found in Ohio, making it the fifth state inflicted with this invasive insect. Bethel, Ohio located
inside Clermont County quickly quarantined approximately 62 square miles in June of 2011. Until the
Ohio office staffs full-time employees, the USDA has been sending out Tour of Duty (TDY) employees
to Bethel on month-long rotations. After 7 rotations, Tate Township contains over 5,000 positive
trees, in a quarantine zone where the Ohio Department of Agriculture (ODA) hopes to perform a full
host tree removal.

This winter as trees, animals, insects and people tend toward hibernation or dormancy, focus inward
and think about your actions on your local community. Are you helping to foster an urban forest? Are
you living light on the landscape? What are you doing to make a difference?

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Mentoring In the Tree Care Industry

A super huge thank you for being selected as one of the two scholarship winners for the 3™
Women's Tree Climbing Workshop, September 2011. Since I flew halfway across the country to
attend, the scholarship was a big help with expenses.

I started my tree care company in January 2011 after spending 15+ years in traditional forestry. I
became interested in arboriculture while serving on my city’s citizen volunteer tree commission,
subsequently joining ISA and attending several conferences. While some parts of the tree side of
the business come easily to me, others, such as business management and tree plant health care
are new-- and the learning curve can be steep! In addition, there are only a handful of tree
removal companies and certified arborists in northeastern Minnesota, so there is not a lot of
opportunity for regular professional interactions.

I want my company to succeed, so I started looking early on for a business mentor. I have been
fortunate to find several seriously knowledgeable and friendly mentors through TCIA (Tree Care
Industry Association) and MSA (MN Society of Arboriculture). However, these mentors are over 150
miles south so we are not operating in the same market.

The process of looking for a mentor has caused me to think about mentoring in the private sector
and how it differs, or seems to differ, from mentoring in academia. Does competition and mistrust
get in the way of business mentoring relationships? Or rather, does it raise the level of
professionalism overall? I don’t know enough to know the answer. But I do know that I love
interacting with other tree care people who enjoy talking about ideas, observations and new
research.

It is hard to imagine when I will know enough to
be a mentor to someone else, but I already
dedicate time to sharing my excitement about
trees through volunteer activities such as
committee involvement and donating tree care
services.
